For those who are keeping tabs for the future, Alabar and Nevele R have shares in 2yo colt Franco Indie
(Always B Miki) with a view to a future stud career for the grandson of Christian Cullen, from the Spirit of Venus
arm of the Nancy lola family. He will be trained by the Purdon/Rasmussen partnership in the coming year.

X Four-year-old mare Lyons Sentinel (Captaintreacherous) is 3" on the all-age earnings list in the USA this
season, with stakes of $767,000. She has 10 wins and 6 places from her 19 starts this season with overall
earnings exceeding $2 million. Mares can regularly race for high stakes in the US and Canada, making our
Australian and NZ mares very attractive to overseas buyers.

E The highest stakes earning aged pacer in the US this season, and the fastest, is 4yo gelding Allywag Hanover
(Captaintreacherous) 1:46.4 and $942,000, while 6yo gelding This Is The Plan (Somebeachsomewhere) 1:47.4
$806,200 is second ahead of Lyons Sentinel. Allywag Hanover, driven by Australian Todd McCarthy, recently
added the $350,000 TVG Open to his season credentials.

E Monte Miki (Always B Miki) remains the leading 2yo colt this season in the US, on stakes earned. He has
however earned over $250,000 less than the leading 2yo filly Niki Hill (also Always B Miki). The next two (in fact
the next three) in order are by Downbytheseaside i the filly Sea Silk and the colt Gulf Shores, both with
earnings over $0.5 million.

E The leading pacing sire of 2yos in the US is Captaintreacherous followed by first season sire
Downbytheseaside. Always B Miki follows with Sweet Lou, Huntsville and American Ideal. For the 3yos its no
change - in order its Always B Miki Somebeachsomewhere, Captaintreacherous, American ldeal and Sweet
Lou.

E The $386,000 Governors Cup for 2yos was won by Early Action (Huntsville) in 1:50.

ENiki Hill ( Al ways B Mi ki), with NzZds DM rThred Dramonds at thb
Meadowlands, in 1:50.4 to make it 9 wins from her 10 2yo starts. She is a half sister to World Champion &
millionaire Cattlewash (Somebeachsomewhere) 1:46.4 $1,314,787 who will stand at Tara Hills Stud in Canada
in 2022. Niki Hill has earnings just above $900,000. Their dam Road Bet is by Bettors Delight

E 3yo filly Test Of Faith (Art Major), trained by former Perth resident Brett Pelling, is 2nd on the stakemoney list
for 3yos, having earned over $1 million, with only Perfect Sting ahead of her. Test Of Faith has won 14 from 16.

E Perfect Sting (Always B Miki) 1:48.1 ($1,808,147) goes to stud this coming season at the end of his 3yo
season, having won 17 races and placed 9 times from 26 starts. His wins include both the 2YO and 3YO
Breeders Crown.

X Copy That (American Ideal USA) may yet
travel to WA following his stunning win in the
15 horse standing start 2021 $631,500 New
Zealand Cup over 3200m. Running 4 and 5
wide early down the back straight, he was in
the lead with 2 laps to go and stayed there,
defeating champion Self Assured and South
Coast Arden in 2:00.0, last half 54.4. Copy
That and South Coast Arden are both 4yos.
Copy That was purchased for a mere $7,000
as a weanling by the wife of his current
trainer, before he was sold later for a much
bigger sum to Merv and Meg Butterworth.

Three days after the NZ Cup, South Coast Arden (Somebeachsomewhere USA) won the Group 1 $186,000 NZ
Pacing FFA over the mobile 1980m in 1:51.3, with Self Assured again running second. It was a very gutsy win
after taking the early lead and being challenged most of the way. South Coast Arden won the Group 1 4YO
Emerald in June in 1:51.6.

One of our highest achieving breeders reached another milestone 1 Life Membership of Gloucester Park. It is
however as a breeder that Ed should be most recognized.

Ed Dewar has owned horses since the early 70s, and established a stud in the Serpentine area before Whitby
Falls Stud was created. He stood stallions of the quality of Adios Vic and Romeo Hanover, the equivalent of the
Art Majors and Bettors Delights, but he also stood one of our own champion horses in Halwes.

Ed bought and raced Remit, a NZ mare who won 11 races in WA for Ed and became the foundation mare of a
great WA family. Horses such as Ace Of Whitby (Golden Slipper and WA Derby), Whitbys Miss Penny (Golden
Slipper, WA Oaks, Fremantle Cup) Whitbys Merit and Aikado Whitby (Golden Slipper), and many others stem

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from this family. A daughter of Remit in Fiscal Miss was twice named Australian Broodmare of the Year. Her
daughter, the aforementioned Whitbys Miss Penny, was Australian 2yo Pacer of the Year and Australian 3yo
Pacer of the Year and won over $500,000 in the 90s. Whitbys Miss Penny was the granddam of champion mare
Ima Spicey Lombo. Overall, descendants of Remit have won nearly 900 races.

Ed has also bred the likes of WA Oaks winner Benesari Lane, and many others with and without the Whitby
name. Ed has, either on his own or in partnership, bred over 200 individual winners of 1300 races in WA and he
is currently the leading individual breeder of winners. He is also ranked third for Gloucester Park, winners and is
likely to jump one position before the season is done. He has also bred the winners of over 20 Group 1 races.

Ed is still breeding winners. His Life Membership of Gloucester Park is just another example of his commitment
to harness racing in WA.

The Pinnacle- Survey

We received a good response to our survey i thank you to those who responded.

In a nutshell, WA breeders and othersarenot in favour of money being rai

the level being suggested by HRA for a concept race that, exciting as it may be, is extremely unlikely to provide

any direct benefit to WA . I n our assessment, i f the race is a ﬁstf’%fll

WA. The race wont be held in WA (under the proposed hosting concept) and the WA horses that race will be
few and far between, with Slot Holders likely to be reticent about travelling a horse from WA. On the other hand,
if the race was to be on rotation (which was supported), we believe the support level for such a race would
increase, but some other aspects require work to garner support.

Roughly a third of the respondents supported the concept of a $2 million dollar Slot Holder race with 10 starters
on a 3 year license. Roughly the same number were against the concept. Our view based on the responses
would be that the parameters are not right for the industry to embrace it, with some reticence in having to stump
up funding for a race that they see no benefit in. From a WA perspective it is highly unlikely that under the
conditions proposed, WA would ever get to host the race.

HRA Retention of Clearance/Import/Export fees and increasing other Fees to fund the race was not supported.
When asked specifically, the hosting concept as proposed was not supported.
A Stallion Registration Fee was not supported by a good majority, particularly if for this concept.

There is tacit support for raising funds across the broad spectrum of the industry, but the industry needs to see
the benefit to them. People want to see better support at the grass roots level.

Manning is the 4th winner from his unraced dam Stephanie Rose (Northern Lights USA), with other winners
including Brotha Ofa Gangsta (Dawn Ofa New Day USA) 1:58.1 $92,851 and Arts Gangsta (Modern Art)
1:57.1 11 wins $66,827. Stephanie Rose is a half sister to Jodi Vance (Vance Hanover USA) 2:04.1 $10,635
the dam of Surprise Package (Butler B G USA) 1:52.2 28 wins $848,679 and also granddam of Ricimer
(Ponder USA) 1:51.8 $213,073. Another October winner in Queeninthecorner is part of this family.

The dam of Stephanie Rose and Jodi Vance is a half sister to Miranda Belle (Meadow Al USA), Miranda Lass
(Gentry NZ) and Miranda Star (Gentry NZ), with those dam lines producing Knight Vance (Tuapeka Knight
